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Dementia: invisible behind closed doors

More than anything, older adults fear a diagnosis of dementia.  Nearly half the population knows someone with it, yet very little is understood about it.  Dementia is an umbrella term for the symptoms which result from a degenerative condition of the brain caused by a physical disorder.   Alzheimer’s disease accounts for most, with vascular dementia the next most common.   Currently 820,000 are living with dementia and an estimated further two thirds have not been diagnosed.�   In the UK a new dementia diagnosis is made every three minutes, and a third of all pensioners are predicted to die with it.  





Although it’s said to be rolling in like a tsunami, dementia plays out like an invisible plague.  Author Sir Terry Pratchett famously described it as ‘a large number of tragedies usually played out behind closed doors, so in spite of the numbers living with it, the world still doesn’t take much notice.’2 People with dementia find it increasingly difficult to make sense of their world and the world finds it hard to make sense of them so they withdraw - taking their caregivers, who are usually their relatives, with them.  Two thirds of dementia sufferers are cared for in their own homes usually by a daughter, or female relative. 





Dementia caregiving is different from any other kind of caring.  It is far beyond what is normal or usual.  It can be so stressful that research shows caregivers have a 63% higher death rate than non-caregivers3, and are even at more risk than others of developing dementia themselves4.  They also cope with complicated grief from the continuing loss of relationship with their loved one, of a future planned together, of social life and the anticipation of the eventual bereavement.  





Yet there is hope.  In my work as a writer and researcher I have interviewed many dementia caregivers, and have been struck time and again with the way their core beliefs affect not just how they cope but the outcome itself.    Those with eternity in mind cope far better than for those who do not believe that there is one.   Simply put, those who agree with the apostle Paul that we are people on pilgrimage, living in temporary ‘earthly tents’ that will one day be rolled up (2 Corinthians 5:1) and exchanged for something far better in Heaven, are far less affected by ‘caregiver burden’.

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Dementia: opening the door on small tragedies   conference on 9 July 2011


“Did you enjoy that chocolate biscuit, Grandad?” It was 30 years ago that I posed that question, and I have never forgotten the experience. I had just watched my 80 year-old Grandfather eat the biscuit, so it seemed like a reasonable question. His answer, “What biscuit?” bemused me somewhat, even though I knew he had dementia. But what made an even deeper impact was the conversation he proceeded to have with my Grandma about a holiday they had enjoyed over 50 years previously.





Someone said that whereas for most of us, time is an ever-flowing stream, for the person with dementia, time is frozen into individual snowflakes, which as soon as they touch the skin are gone. Little surprise then that when we encounter people with dementia and hit the space between snowflakes, it feels as though the door is shut and no one is there. But if we are lucky and coincide with the snowflake, it can feel for just a moment at least as though nothing has changed and all is as it was.





In our day together on 9th July, I hope we will discover strength from one another to wait with the person with dementia, and to witness to their on-going personhood. It’s summertime and we may have to wait a long time for a snowflake!
